Surt JAISUKHLAL HATHI: The
role of the Governor is not what Mr.
Ruthanaswamy says, According to
the Constitution the Governor is the
Head of the State when he convenes
the Assembly and addresses. it, Then
he cannot advise about a coalition.
That is not his function, when he con-
venes the Assembly ang sits as the
Head of the State, There were other
opportunities for him to do it and it
could have been done, Therefore to
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say that it was dissolved wrongly is
not correct.

According to section 73 of the Re-
presentation of the People’s Act, once
the list has been published in the
gazette the Assembly shall be deem-
ed to have been constituted. So there
was an Assembly already deemed to
be constituted and when there wag an
Assembly naturally it has to be dis-
solved. So there is nothing wrong at
all in what has been done,

There were other suggestiong about
certain other constitutional methods
by which this sort of President’s rule
may not have to occur again and
again as has happened in Kerala. One
of the suggestions was from Shri
Gurupada Swamy but the weightier
suggestion from Prof, Lal 1 accept
that the people shoulg be educated
in the art of citizenship, in the art of
democracy and to live according to
the spirit of democracy and that is
the real lesson. It is not a guestion
of this or that party, I; is for the
people of Kerala as a whole.

STATEMENT BY PRIME MINISTER
RE: KUTCH SITUATION

Tue PRIME MINISTER (SHrI
LaL BAHADUR) : Madam Deputy
Chairman, after making my statement
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on 3rq May 1965, I have been infor-
ing the House about the developments
which have been taking place in re-
gard to the situation on the EKutch-
Sind border. The initiative which
Prime Ministey Wilson took some
days ago has been followed up and
gradually concrete proposals have
been evolved with a view to bring-
ing about a satisfactory settlement of
the problern. We have made it clear
on every occasion that a cease-fire
would be possible only on the basis of
a simultaneous agreement for the res-
toration of the status quo ante as on
the Ist January 1965. We have also
indicateq clearly that on]y when such
a restoration has been effected, we
would be ready to have recourse to
the procedures which hag already
been agreed to between the two Gov-
ernments for demarcating the border
where thig had not already been done.
In the communications from the
British Government various points of
details have been put forward for

contideration by both the Govern-
ments. So far no final draft
has been  prepared or presented.
All T would say is that consistently

with the stand which I have taken on
the floor of this House, we attach
the greatest importance to the resto-
ration of the status quo ante and we
have indicated our willingness to pro-
ceed thereafter to negotiations at
Ministers’ level followed, if neces-
sary, by a reference to an impartial
tribunal as contemplated in the earlier
agreement on this subject. Our policy
and our intentions are quite clear
wad uneguivocal. We do not believe in
talking with one voice here and with
another wvoice there. We do not
believe in talking of peace at one
place and committing aggression at
another, Our position has been made
¥nown to the whole world in the
clearest possible terms.

I want hon. Members to have the
assurance that our armed forces are
veady and determined to defend the

trusions and violations have taken
place in Jammu and Kashmir, Can
the hon. Prime Minister assure us
that, while discussing the Kutch=-
Sind problem, side by side, he would
take this point also into  considera-
tion and take it up with the Pakistan
Government and say that not only
the aggression on the Kutch-Sind
border, but all sorts of aggression on
our territory, more so in Jammu and
Kashmir, the unprovoked flrings,
there, should be stopped by Pakistan.
This is very important because we
are facing this (Jifficulty everywhere
on our border. So I would like to
know from the Prime Minister whe-
ther he will assure us regarding this
point.
