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SHRI A. D. MANI : Has any estimate been 
made by the Government of the cost of the 
extension of the scheme to pensioners ? 

DR. SUSHfLA NAYAR.: Sir, the cost, leaving 
aside hospitalisation, on the average person who 
is in this scheme is Rs. 90 per annum per family. 
So far as the pensioners are concerned, the cost is 
likely to be higher, because the sickness 
incidence in the older age group is high. 

SHRI D. THENGARI : Does the Government 
not consider it desirable and fair to extend 
similar benefits, if not exactly this particular 
scheme, to the pensioners residing outside Delhi 
also ? 

Du. SUSHILA NAYAR : We have not been 
able to cover the Government servants all over 
India so far. Therefore, to think of covering the 
pensioners all over India, I think, is a little 
premature.

SHRI C. D. PANDE : May I know, Sir, 
whether the results of the experiment made in 
this kitchen will be passed on to the caterers 
or they will have their own restaurant attached 
to this kitchen to prove to the public that the 
things are really good ? 

DR. SUSHILA NAYAR : Well, Sir. There 
is a fair amount of catering done by 
Government in different departments, and in 
the first instance, if we can introduce the 
results of this experimentation in our own 
catering, it will be a good step forward. 

 

SHRI M. RUTHNASWAMY : May I know 
whether the cooking in this kitchen will be 
restricted to vegetarian food only '? 

DR. SUSHILA NAYAR : No Sir. There 
will be both vegetarian and non-vegetarian 
foods experimented upon. 

MR. CHAIRMAN : I thought the kitchen 
will arouse much more general interest and 
there will be more questions. 

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : We are waiting 
for the food to come, Sir.
