Milk Scheme has been started as a public 
sector undertaking for supply of milk to Delhi 
citizens. Supplies are also being made by a 
number of agencies in the private sector. 

(b) Delhi city's requirement of pure milk, 
for liquid consumption, is approximately 
5,00,000 litres per day. 

(c) At present the following quantities of 
milk are being supplied by the Delhi Milk 
Scheme :— 

Buffalo Milk ..    92,358.00 litres. 
Cow Milk .. 414.00 litres. 
Toned Milk ..    65,398.20 litres. 

The balance of the requirement is pre-
sumably met by private agencies.]
