The oi her 
films are made by private agencies and 
although we try to guide them as far as 
possible, we cannot really change this very 
much without public taste being developed 
and public demand for the right type of films. 
May I also say that it will be a discrimination 
against ex-Ministers to prevent them from 
going to films.
