SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA: Sir, in spite of several programmes that
we have, we are unable to achieve the target. The students belorging to
the SCs and STs are not only poor but they are also living in remote
areas. In his reply, the hon. Minister nas stated: "While almost alf schemes
pertaining to Elementary Education and Secondary Education and Higher
Education benefit SC, ST and OBC student also....". | would like to know
from the hon. Minister whether the Government is willing to open more
schools, Navodaya Schools, in remote areas, that too, exclusively, for
SC and ST students.
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SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA: Sir, my second supplementary is this.
There are 2 lot of dropouits in this category, that is, of SC and ST students,

rmore particularly girl students. What are the special initiatives on the part
of the Government of India in reducing this factor?
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PROF. P.J. KURIAN: Sir, it is true that after the implementation of the
Mid-Day Meal Scheme, the percentage of dropouts among the SCs, STs
and OBCs and even among the other categories has come down. But,
the main problem is that the SC, ST and OBC students come from poor
background, and therefore, when they compete with students of rich
background, these students are at a disadvantage. What is needed is to
pay special attention to promote them. So, will the Government consider
arranging special tuitions for the students coming from SC, ST background
s0 that they will be on a par with the students of rich background?
