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SHriMAaTI SOUNDARAM RAMA-
CHANDRAN: Replies have not been
recelved from three States, namely,
Jammu and Kashmir, Uttar Pradesh
and Nagaland.

problem, adult education. Many
States have their own programme

and this is included in the Commu-
nity Developmeni Programme also.
Unfortunately, because we have to im-
plement the primary educatipn pro-
gramme fully and many States are
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still lagging behind in reaching the
target, the main difficulty is finance
because all the finances necessary
are taken up for the implementation
of primary education and other pro-
gragmmes. State Governments  also
are not providing  sufficient money
and we do not have enough money.
Money is the only bottleneck.

Surr BHUPESH GUPTA: From the
question that has been put by my
hon. friend here, the Secretary of the
Gandhi Smarak Nidhi and the reply
given by the Deputy Minister, it
seems there is high confusion there.
