Export of coal to
Pakistan is made under the Indo-Pakistan
Trade Agreement which was renewed with
effect from 1st September, 1963 for a period
of 2 years. The agreement provides for an
export of 130.000 tons of coal per month.

(b) The exports of coal to Pakistan during
January, February and March. 1964 were
79284, 107536 and 95756  tonnes
respectively.
