On the evening of 7th Septem-
ber 1964 Pakistanis were seen digging
trenches in an area 900 yards north-
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west of Putni bridge in the Latitilla-
Dumabari Sector.

(b) The Latitilla-Dumabari area
had been quiet for some time. How-
ever, on Tth September 1964, East

Pakistan Rifles opened unprovoked
fire from their bunker towards our
border outpost in the area. It is not
possible for us to say what is in their
mind for the future.
