JAISUKHLAL HATHI): (a) and (b) Stones were 
thrown on a procession taken out by the Jan 
Sangh on the 16th August 1964 (not on 
Independence Day as stated in the question) at 
Kishtwar. A sub-divisional magistrate and a 
police constable were injured. 

(c) This is a law and order question which 
Prinmrily concerns the State Government. 
They are watching the situation and taking all 
necessary steps to maintain order.]
