THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE MINISTRY OF CIVIL AVIATION
(SHRI PRAFUL PATEL): (a) to (d): A Statement is laid on the Table of the

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As part of Common Minimum Programme of the Government, Special Drives
have been launched by each organisation under the administrative control of
Ministry of Civil Aviation to fill up the backlog reserved direct recruitment
vacanies, except Indira Gandhi Rashtriya Uran Akademi (IGRUA) and Hotel
Corporation of Indira Limited (HCIL). The Staff Inspection Unit (SIU) of
Ministry of Finance is undertaking a work measurement study of IGRUA, and
during pendency of this study, IGRUA has been instructed, by SIU, not to fill up
any vacancies on regular basis. Due to disinvestment of three units of HCIL and
the advanced stage of disinvestment process of the remaining units,
Voluntary Retirement Scheme was launched in HCIL. Secondly, there was a ban
on recruitment in HCIL. Hence, no special drive could be launched in HCIL. As
a result of Special Drives launched by other organisations, a total of 174 vacancies
of SCs and 145 vacancies of STs candidates have been filled up.

SHRI PRAVEEN RASHTRAPAL: Sir, I thank the Minister for giving
department-wise information. But there is a fundamental issue connected with
the filling up of backlog vacancies. All circulars on backlogs are issued by
the Department of Personnel. Even the Special Drives by all the Ministries
were carried out as per the instructions issued by the Department of Personnel.
However, the Minister at one stage has replied that because of the inspection
carried out by the SIU of the Finance Ministry, certain backlog vacancies were
not filled up. My pointed question to the hon. Minister is, whether they are
following the instructions from the Prime Minister's Office, that is, the DoPT
or they are following the instructions from the subordinate Ministry, that is, the
Finance Ministry.

SHRI PRAFUL PATEL: Sir, this question about whose directive we
follow, I think, it is a well laid out procedure. The Department of Personnel lays
down the guidelines of how the appointments, backlog and other issues are to
be resolved. I think the Special Staff Inspection Unit of the Finance Ministry is
only, I would say, one of the agencies which looks into the parameters of how
these various instructions have been followed or carried out. I think all the PSUs
or all Government organisations fall within the ambit of the guidelines put in by
the DoPT.

SHRI PRAVEEN RASHTRAPAL: Sir, in the reply the Minister has
referred to the Special Drive. At the same time, he has also referred to the
ban. I would like to know when the backlog vacancies are filled up, backlog
means, you also admit that they pertain to the different previous
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years. I would like to know who has imposed the ban, why the ban was
imposed and in spite of the Special Drive carried out by the Ministry for two
years why vacancies remain after the Special Drive is over. Even now there
are vacancies.

SHRI PRAFUL PATEL.: Sir, there are two parts to this question. One is,
how are we proposing to fill up the vacancies which are under the backlog.
For that we are carrying out a Special Drive, and each organisation under the
Ministry of Civil Aviation is looking into these issues and the figures. I have
given to the hon. Member in my reply pertain to the backlog as it existed on
31.3.2004, the number of vacancies that we have filled up during the last two
years and the current backlog as it exists today. I hope he will appreciate by
the numbers, which we have provided, keeping in view the large amount of
employment, which is generated through these various PSUs, the number of
vacancies is not fairly large. However, in the case of certain ban, what he has
mentioned, Sir, there are some agencies within the organisations rather within
the Ministry of Civil Aviation where in view of the large amount of employment
which has already been created there, the PSU on its own has decided that for
some time they do not need more people. So, that is a ban, which can be
decided by each PSU or within the Ministry. These are administrative
decisions. However, within the scope of what has been accepted as the number
of vacancies to be filled up, I think, we are making special effort to fulfil the
backlog.
