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has been entrusted to the External Affairs 
Ministry after various other experiments 
had been tried cut. The Cabinet decision of 
May, 194ii transferring External Publicity 
from Information and Broadcasting 
Ministry to the External Affairs Ministry 
was taken after a thorough consideration of 
the pros and cons of the question. External 
Publicity is intimately connected with 
foreign policy iind requires a close and 
continuous liaison with the External Affairs 
Ministry which formulates that policy Thus, 
External Publicity has been made the 
responsibility of the External Affairs 
Ministry to ensure the closest co-ordination 
between policy making body and the 
agency to implement it. 

(b) The External Affairs Ministry uses 
various agencies of the Government such 
as Press Information Bureau, All India 
Radio etc., besides their own information 
Units abroad for External Publicity.]
