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(b) The Company was taken over
on 15th May, 1958 for a period of five
years and subsequently the period has
been extended till 15th May, 1965;

(¢) The undertaking was engaged
on works of great national importance,
and was being managed in a manner
which was likely to lead to a substan-
tial fall in the production of essential
articles,

(d) The Board of Management is
appointed by Government. It includes
some Government officers.

(e) The information is being col-
lected and will be placed on the table
of the House later.

I know the reason why this concern
was taken over by the Government?

Sarr C. SUBRAMANIAM: It is part
of my answer that there was mis-
management of this project and that is
why it was decided to take over this
concern.

STATEMENT

In the light of the recommendations
of the Sanskrit Commission, the Mini-
stry of Education has launched several
schemes for the development of Sans-
krit education. Action taken on some
of the more important recommenda-
tions of the Commission is indicated
below: —

(a) A Central Sanskrit Board has
been set up to advise the Government

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| on matters relating to propagation and

development of Sanskrit.

(b) Grants-in-aid are being paid to
voluntary Sanskrit Organisations etc.
for various developmental projects. ™

(c) Research scholarships are given

to products of traditional Sanskrit
Pathasalas.

(d) Merit scholarships are paid to
selected students, offering Sanskrit in
High/Higher Secondary Schools.

(e) Financial assistante is given for
publication of valuable Sanskrit books
and improvement in content and
quality of Sanskrit journals. Quite a
large number of important out-of-
print Sanskrit books have already
been got reprinted; many more will be
coming out shortly,

(f) An All India Sanskrit Elocu-
tion Contest is held annually under
the auspices of the Government of
India in order to encourage the tradi-
tional style of Sanskrit exposition.

(g) Financial assistance is being
given to eminent Sanskrit Pandits,
who are in indigent circumstances or
to dependents of such Pandits who
leave their Families unprovided for.

(h) A Kendriva Sanskrit Vidya-
peetha has been set up at Tirupati for
providing facilities in the improved
methods of teaching Sanskrit and con-
ducting research in some of the speci-
aliseq branches of Sanskrit learning.

(i) A Scheme of the reorganised
Sanskrit education in Pathasalas has
been drawn out in consultation with
the Central Sanskrit Board. In the
meanwhile, an interim equivalence of
existing Sanskrit examinations has
also been finalised and the State Gov-
ernments and Universities etc. have
been requested to Tecognise the
equivalence for purposes of employ-
ment of Sanskrit teachers and to re-
move the disparity between the pay-
scales of teachers of Sanskrit within
various categories employed in Univer.
sities/Colleges/Schools. It has been
impressed upon al]l the TUniversities
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that they should employ at least one
traditional Sanskrit scholar and the
scholar so employed should enjoy the
same status and pay-scales as his
counterparts trained on modern lines
with equivalent degrees.

(j) A provision of Rs. 75 lakhs
exists in the Third Five Year Plan for
the promotion of Sanskrit and the
entire amount is likely to be utilised
for the purpose. A larger provision
has been proposed for the Fourth Five
Year Plan.

2. The following schemes are likely
to be implemented in the year 1964-
65: —

(a) Providing facilities for the
teaching of Sanskrit in Secondary
Schools.—lIt is proposed to give cent
percent grants to State Governments
for appointing Sanskrit teachers in
such of the High/Higher Secondary
Schools, where there is no provision
for the teaching of Sanskrit either as
a part of the composite course or gs an
optional subject of study.

(b) Modernisation of Sanskrit
Pathasalas.—It is proposed to give
financial assistance to Sanskrit Patha-
salas for introducing modern subjects.

(¢) Improvements of pay-scales of
Sanskrit Pandits in Pathasalas.—The
scheme is being formulated in consul-
tation with the Central Sanskrit

Board.]
