UNIFORM SYSTEM OF EDUCATION IN

Tee DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY or EDUCATION (SHrI
BuAKT DARSHAN): (a) and (b) A
statement ig laid on the Table of the
House.

STATEMENT

This is primarily a matter for the
universities concerned to consider as
they are autonomoug bodies and are
free to frame their own syllabi and
curricula in the light of their require-
ments gnd facilitie; available with
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them. They are also free to deter-
mine the duration of the various
courses,

It is, however, the general duty of
the University Grants Commuission to
take, in consultation with the universi-
ties or other bodies concerned, all
such steps ag it may think fit for the
promotion and coordination of uni-
versity education ang for the deter-
mination and maintenance of standards
of teaching, examination and research
in universities. They have according-
ly set up a number of review com-
mittees to look into the question of
improvement of syllabi. It is hoped
that the reports of these committees
would help the universities in moder-
nizing the courses of studies. As re-
gards duration of the first degree
course, universities have been request-
ed to introduce g three-year degree
course to ensure a national pattern of
education. The three-year degree
course hag been introduced in most of
the universities.
