KRISHNAMACHARTI) : With a view to assisting
the cultivators in increasing the production of
opium, there is a system of payment of price to
opium cultivators on a sliding scale depending
on the average yield tendered by them. Apart
from this, cash prices are being given to them
for tendering specially high yields. A system
of mixed cul-Mvati'on of opium and sugarcane
has also been encouraged in order to maximise
yield. Further, a scheme is being considered
under which a research programme would be
undertaken by setting up a few farms in the
opium producing areas in collaboration with
the Indian Council of Agricultural Research.
These can then serve also as a demonstration
farm.]
