CONFERENCE OF INDIAN ENVOYS IN
AFRICAN AND WEST ASIAN COUNTRIES

*503. Sert R, K. BHUWALKA:
Will the PriME MiNiSTER be pleased
to state the main jtems that came up
for discussion at the recentily-held
conference of the Indian envoys in
African and West Asian countries?

THE MINISTER or STATE IN THE
WINISTRY or EXTERNAL AFFAIRS
(SuriMaTI LaksEMi N. MENon): All
aspects of India’s relations with the
African and West Asian countries
were discussed, including economic
and technical co-operation with those
countries as well as political, trade,
publicity and cultural matters.
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Sur1 C, D. PANDE: May I know
whether the  Ambassadors, who
assembled here recently, brought to
the notice of the Government the
cooling down of the Afro-Asian soli-
darity sentiment in African couniries
and also that they are not to a certain
extent extending co-operation in the
United Nations to Asian ¢ountries
resulting in the Asian countries hav-
ing to organise a separate organisa-
tion as against the Afro-Asian block?

Surt JAWAHARLAL NEHRU: I
would not say, Sir that any precise
thing like this was brought to our
notice. Some ambassadors who were
present told us about the changing
conditions in Africa, how they some-
times do not agree with what we
suggest 1o them here or in the United
Nations. They generally discussed
about these matters.

Surt N. C, KASLIWAL: May I
knaow whether, at this Conference,
any definite steps were suggested {o
assist the developing countries in
respect of economic development?

Surr JAWAHARLAL NEHRU: Yes,
Sir; some definite steps were suggest-
ed. Some we agreed to and the
others are being examined.

Surr M. S, GURUPADA SWAMY:
May I know whether it ig a fact that
normally the Indian diplomats are
not willing to go to African countries
because conditions there are different?
If so, what steps are Government
contemplating to take to provide them
with inducements to go to African
countries?

Surr JAWAHARLAL NEHRU: I do
not think that is correct, Sir. They
have not refused to go there. They
do go there. Some of our good diplo-
mats and ambassadors have been sent
there and they have gone there,
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Sarr M. S, GURUPADA SWAMY:
Is it not a fact, Sir, that some of the
Western countries provide certain
special inducements for top diplomats
to go there and stay there? Have our
tup diplomats refused to go there?
Or, if they have not refused, have
they expressed unwillingness to go
there?

SHrt JAWAHARLAL  NEHRU:
There is no question of being un-
willing to go there. If they are sent
there, they have to go there.

Surt A. D. MANI: Was the ques-
tion of the effect of Chinese propa-
ganda on African nations one of the
items discussed at the Conference,
and was this question specifically
considered from the viewpoint whe-
ther the Chinese propaganda in regard
to this aggression or dispute has made
an impression or no impression on
African nations?

Surir JAWAHARLAL NEHRU: 1
suppose it has made some impressicn,
which varies, What I mean to say is
that to begin with it had made some
impression.  Later it did not. Any
activity taken by a great country like
China has some impression and makes
some impression. But subsequently
this impression rather faded out.

Surr K, SANTHANAM: May 1
know, Sir. whether as a result of this
Conference, provision will be made
fx a larger number of students to
come from Africa and West Asian
countries to India for higher techni-
cal education or other higher eduea-
tion?

Surimatt LAKSHMI N. MENON:
That is one of the suggestions made
by the Conference.

Navar DOCKYARDS

*504, SHrt M. RUTHNASWAMY:
Will the Minister of DEFENCE be
pleased to state:

(a) whether naval arsenals are
attached to naval dockyards for the
manufacture of naval arms;
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(b) whether there are nava}] ship-
yards for the building of small naval
vessels with gunboats, corvettes and
other small naval aircraft; and

(¢) whether there are technical
schools and workshops attached to
naval shipyards for the training of
craftsmen in the manufacture of naval
instruments like chronometers, ship
compasses, etc. and for giving training
in naval architecture, design and
construction of small naval vessels?

Tue DEPUTY MINISTER 1IN THE
MINISTRY or DEFENCE (SHar D. R.
CHavaN): (a) The Naval Armament
Depot, Karanja attached to the Naval
Dockyard, Bombay has limited capa-
city for the manufacture of certain
spare parts.

{b) The Naval Dockyard under-
takes repairs of naval vessels and the
construction of small wooden craft.
The Mazagon Docks Ltc.,, Bombay
and the Garden Reach Workshops
Ltd., Calcutta which are under the
control of the Ministry of Defence
undertake the construction of boats
and smaller ships.

(c) A Dockyard Apprentice School
ig attached 4o the Naval Dockyard,
Bombay, where technicians are train-
ed for all departments in the Dock-
vard including the repair of specia-
lised instruments such as ships’ com-
passes, etc. The Dockyard has no
facilities for training naval architects.

Surr M. RUTHNASWAMY: May I
know, Sir, whether there are any
facili‘ies for the manufacture of small
naval craft like gunboats, corvettes
and other small naval craft? From
the answer it would appear that only
repair work and maintenance work
is being done at these naval arsena's.
Are there any small naval craft being
manufactured in these arsenals
attached to our Naval Dockyards?

SHrr D. R. CHAVAN: It has already
been answered in reply te part (b)
of the question.
