STATEMHUT 

(a) The number of cases of food 
adulteration detected and the number of 
convictions in Delhi    during    the 
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(b) With a view to checking effectively the 
adulteration of food stuffs in Delhi, the number 
of whole-time Food Inspectors has been raised 
by the Delhi Municipal Corporation from 8 to 
21. The Food Inspectors have been organised 
in 4 mobile squads under the supervision of 
Zonal Health Officers so that a proper check 
on adulterators may be possible. These units 
have been equipped with motor vehicles and 
sampling out-fit. 

There are 11 Food Inspectors working in 
the New Delhi Municipal Com-mitte area who 
take samples regularly. 

In the Cantonment area also, the Prevention 
of Food Adulteration Act is being enforced 
vigorously.] 

 

DR. D. S. RAJU: The figures are here. From 
January, 1963 to the end of June, 1963, 3208 
samples have been analysed. The number of 
samples found adulterated is 730. Percentage 
of samples adulterated is 22 • 7.
