SHRI HUMAYUN KABIR: The major task
of this Institute, as ™ as I can understand, is to
collect ancient texts on scientific matters, to
edit them and publish them.

C. SHAH: Sir, the information that
I required has already been supplied by the
hon. Minister in his reply.

SHRI N. M. LING AM: In view of the large
number of subjects on which research is being
carried on at this Institute, do Government
propose to make it an institution of national
importance?
