to (c) A Statement is laid on the Table of the Sabha.

Statement

(a) to (c) The slum clusters in metropolitan cities including Delhi,
Mumbai, Kolkata and Chennai do indeed lack sufficient basic civic
amenities. For integrated Development of slums through projects for
providing shelter, basic services and other civic amenities with a view to
provide utilities to the urban poor in select 63 cities, a Sub-Mission on Basic
Services to the Urban Poor (BSUP) has been launched on 3rd December,
2005. Delhi, Mumbai, Kolkata and Chennai are included in these 63 cities. The
Sub-Mission on BSUP is implemented on a demand-driven basis for which State
Governments are required to prepare and submit City Development Plans
(CDPs); Detailed Project Reports (DPRs) and also to sign Memorandum of
Agreement (MoA) making a commitment to undertake urban reforms. Major
admissible components of BSUP inter-alia include housing; environmental
improvement and development of infrastructure projects; construction and
improvement of drains/storm water drains; solid waste management; street
lighting; improvement of water supply/sewerage/drainage; construction of
community toilets/baths; providing civic amenities like community halls, child
care centres, etc. However, providing electric power is not an admissible
component.
