(b) The police are making strenuous
efforts to trace the offenders and to
prosecute them with a view to securing
their conviction. The police are also
Continuously keeping watch over known
criminals and are also undertaking vigilant
patrolling but no amount of police
vigilance can prevent totally the
commission of a crime.

(c) 6 out of 8 persons suspected to be
involved in 3 cases have been traced. One
case is still under investigation.

For
removal of shortage in this particular field
the Government of India has entered into
agreements with the United Nations
International Children Emergency Fund,
whereby the Fund will provide machinery
for the expansion of the Central Braille
Press, Dehra Dun and equipment for the
setting up of Regional Braille Presses at
Bombay, Madras and Calcutta.
