Visa to visit Nankana Sahib

*483. KUMARI NIRMALA DESHPANDE: Will the PRIME MINISTER
be pleased to state:

(a) whether the pilgrims travelling to Nankana Sahib from Amritsar by
bus can get the visa at the entry point;

(b) if not, what steps are being taken to facilitate their travel; and

(c) the reasons for which pilgrims have to come to Delhi to get the visa to
travel a short distance of a few kilometres?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF EXTERNAL
AFFAIRS (SHRI E. AHAMMED): (a) to (c) A Statement is placed on the
Table of the House.
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Statement
(a) No, Sir.
(b) and (c) The Punjab Roadways runs a weekly bus service between
Anmritsar and Nankana Sahib and the tickets can be purchased from their officers

in Amritsar, Ludhiana and Chandigarh. Pakistan also runs a similar bus service
between Nankana Sahib and Amritsar.

As f 7r the existing visa procedures, nationals of India and Pakistan are
requited to possess valid visas for visiting each other's country, which are to be
obtained before departure. In India visas to visit Pakistan are issued only by
the Pakistan High Commission in New Delhi.

KUMARI NIRMALA DESHPANDE: Sir, I just want to draw the
attention of the hon. Minister that in spite of all the good actions taken, it looks
very funny */3f just to travel a few kilometres, you have to come to Delhi to get
the visa. I would like to say that India is a big country and a big country should
have a big heart. Why don't we take some unilateral action to relax the visa
process? If we take some unilateral action, not only in this sector, but also in
every sector, I am sure, the neighbouring country would respond to that.

SHRI EAHAMMED: Mr. Deputy Chiarman, Sir, I share her concern. But,
it is a reality that this is the situation. Only to go over there, we will have to
obtain a visa from Pakistan. The issuing authority of the Pakistan visa is only by
Pakistan High Commission in Delhi. As long as they don't make any other
arrangements, we will have to face the reality. That is the procedure now. And,
we are not able to take any unilateral action in this respect. As a matter of fact,
we have already taken steps for liberalisation of visa in other respects. We also
have made liberalisation of this.

KUMARI NIRMALA DESHPANDE: Well, so far as this sector is
concerned, we can take a unilateral action that those who want to come to this
side from Lahore, we can give them permission at the initial point itself. We can
take this unilateral action. And, once we take this unilateral action, I am sure, the
neighbouring country would respond.

SHRI E. AHAMMED: Sir, we can only be concerned whether we can
manage their visa collection centre. In view of the fact that we are still having
ongoing discussion and arrangement with Pakistan for opening of our Consulate
General in Karachi and their opening theirs in Mumbai is under pipeline, we
will be able to do it only afterwards.

DR. M.S. GILL: Sir, Is the hon. Prime Minister aware, that his much-admired
initiative to open hearts and roads to our western neighbour, our erstwhile brothers, is
being nullified, perhaps considerably, by
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administrative and security agencies. Nankana Sahib is one of those
examples. It is our Mecca; Rome; and this is our Kashi. Sir, the bus is
effectively becoming a ritual as perhaps even in Kashmir, in Rajasthan, it will
become, unless we have convenient arrangements. A person comes here from
Amritsar by travelling 300 miles, sits outside the Pakistan Embassy, and then
goes back, and pay Rs. 1,000 for a 15-mile journey. Nobody wants to do it.
Now, Sir, the Minister's idea that Pakistan is not doing it, am afraid, is not
quite the total answer. Because even they suffer, having to go to Islamabad,
and to try and get visas from our embassy. Let us offer it in Lahore, or at the
border on that side, as Nirmalaji said, and they will also offer it here. Otherwise, I
am afraid, the confidence-building measures are not going to work. Will the
Prime Minister really press them on this?

SHRI E. Ah, ..viMED: Sir, the opening of the Consulate General, both
in Bombay by Pakistan and in Karachi by our Government, is only under
consideration. This is also a matter to be looked into. But opening up of these
facilities should be done by the Pakistani authorities. So far as visa to visit India
is concerned, we have already made arrangements, in Lahore and in other parts
of Pakistan, through private companies, private agents. Private agents will
collect visa forms and process them at Islamabad. We have made that facility.
But if such facilities are to be made to visit Pakistan, it is the Pakistani
authorities to do that. Pakistani authority is the competent authority to open
such facility and to do all these things. For the people who want to visit India,
we have made all possible arrangements on our part.

SHRI E. AHAMMED: Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, India has liberalised
many of the visa conditions. The original India Pakistan Visa Agreement of
September, 1975 was revised by exchange of letters in May, 1984 and July
1989. It provides for the diplomatic, non-diplomatic and other official visitors'
visas and transit visas to different categories of visitors and purposes. It also
provides for entry in the prescribed police reporting unless exempted from the
Special Category. In keeping with the policy of promoting the goodwill and the
bilateral relations, the Government announced unilateral visa liberalisation in
September, 2004 which includes Inter alia multiple entry visas tor accredited
journalists, exemption from reporting to the police force for various categories of
Pakistani nationals such as those above 65 years of age, academicians and
doctors in December, 2004. The Government announced additional visa
liberalisation measures such as visa on arrival at Wagah for certain categories of
people and grant of student visa for allowing admission ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI SHAHID SIDDIQUI. Sir, my question is not about special
cateogries of persons....(Interruptions)...

There are certain
difficulties in certain places. It differs from place to place and from person to
person. Whenever these matters are brought to the notice of the Government,
the Government attends to them. It is being done at the State level, and also at
the local level. ...(Interruptions).. 1 am telling you what measures the
Government has taken. The Government has taken all these measures. It has not
been possible to implement the Visa on Arrival Scheme at Attari Wagah for
persons above 65 years of age because Pakistan does not permit its nationals to
come to the Indian side without a valid visa. This is our problem. And whenever
people above 65 years of age are coming, they are exempted by all this
procedure. If there is any violation by any authority, we will definitely look into it.
We will have to help the people who are coming over here. It is only a unilateral
decision on the part of our Government, but it has not been ...(Interruptions)...
