Sir. 

(b) A statement giving the requisite 
information with regard to the incidence of 
plague and the places affected has been 
placed on the Table of the Sabha. [See 
Appendix XLI, Annexure No. 1.] 

The increase in the incidence of plague is 
presumably due to the fact that the flea 
population has become resistant to DDT due 
to repeated exposure to the chemical during 
the last several  years. 

The States of Mysore, Madras and Andhra 
Pradesh have been advised to work in 
collaboration and take intensified action to 
stamp out plague focj in these States.]
