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HTHE MINISTER OF FINANCE (SHRI 
MORARJI R. DESAI) : The bank proposes to 
consider after a few months the question of 
teaching Hindi, Hindi typing and Hindi short-
hand to its employees. 

The question of introducing forms in Hindi 
or bilingual forms in English and Hindi for use 
in the bank and of publishing the bank's 
notifications in Hindi will be examined, when 
technical terms in Hindi relating to banking, 
currency and allied subjects have become 
standardised and when the banking system in 
the country as a whole is in a position to adopt 
such standardised terms. The position is being 
reviewed by the bank from time . to time.]
