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doctor is authorised. It has not been possible 
to appoint lady doctors in the other 17 
dispensaries owing to overall shortage of lady 
doctors. 

SHRI R. S. KHANDEKAR: May I know 
what steps Government is taking to fill this 
gap? 

SHRI RATANLAL KISHORILAL 
MALVIYA: The Government is making 
every attempt to fill these posts but it is 
difficult to get lady doctors. 

SHRI R. S. KHANDEKAR: May I know if 
lady doctors are not available whether trained 
nurses will be appointed? 

SHRI RATANLAL KISHORILAL 
MALVIYA: It is a suggestion which will be 
considered.
