Grants Commission (UGC), State Governments and other sources including the income

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of expenditure is maintained in respect of colleges. However, data is 

maintained by the UGC regarding financial assistance provided by it to 

eligible colleges, which include 4811 colleges under State universities and 63 

Constituent/affiliated colleges of Central Universities as on 31.03:2005. At 

present, the UGC provides grants for running the colleges directly to 58 

Constituent/affiliated colleges of the Central Universities by way of 

maintenance grant. Annual assistance for running these colleges amounting to 

Rs. 291.90 crores was made available to them by the UGC during 2004-05. 

Another thirteen colleges of Central Universities are being assisted by the UGC 

through the concerned Universities and not directly. 
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SHRIMATI D. PURANDESWARI: Sir, the UPA Government stands 

committed to the fact that in the Common Minimum Programme, we have 

made it very clear that six per cent of the GDP would be allocated for 

education. But for that, I am afraid, the hon. Member would have to wait for 

the Demands for Grants to. come. With regard to teachers, we are looking at 

the grey areas which are really affecting the higher education, and necessary 

steps will be taken in this regard. 
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DR. MURLI MANOHAR JOSHI: But, do you know the number? 

...(Interruptions)... This is not the answer...(Interruptions)... She is a very able Minister, 

much abler than the Cabinet Minister, let me say. So, do you know the number of vacancies? 

My question is: Is there any data about it? How many vacancies are there in higher education 

in different sectors, in State Universities, in Central Universities, in Technical institutions, and 

how are you going to fill up those vacancies? We need not wait for the Demands for Grants for 

that purpose. Is there any scheme? And if you have demanded any amount, you can tell us the 

amount. What will they give, we will know only on 28th of February? What is your 

demand?
