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THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE 

MINISTRY OF COMMUNITY DEVE-

7 districts where Intensive Agriculture District 
Programme was initially started, some 
progress has been made in development ol co-
operative marketing and processing of 
agricultural produce in 5 districts, namely, 
Aligarh, Ludhiana, Pali, Rai-pur and Tanjore. 
In the remaining two districts, namely, 
Shahabad and West Godavari, efforts are 
being made to  initiate the programme. 

(b) No specific assurance has been given by 
the Government under the Intensive 
Agriculture District Programme regarding the 
price for agricultural produce. However, 
minimum ^>rice for wheat has been 
guaranteed by the Government of India.
