The 
production and distribution of foundation seed 
will be undertaken by the Corporation under 
its direct control. The production of certified 
seed in the States will be the responsibility, as 
far as possible, of Co-operatives or, failing 
that, select individuals or joint-stock concerns. 
These bodies will be helped by the 
Corporation by providing financial aid and 
affording technical guidance. 

(b) In the matter of organisation of the 
production, etc., of improved seed, the 
National Seeds Corporation will act in 
collaboration with the organisations that are 
already functioning in the various States and 
also the other State authorities connected with 
the matter.]
