BROADCASTING (Dr. B. GoPALA REDDY):
(a) and (b) Such statistics are not maintained
by All India Radio and the effort entailed in
drawing up these statistics will not be
commensurate with their value.

Dr. B. GOPALA REDDI: I do not | know
about the South Indian region but in Bengal we
did receive a representation that the Hindi news
bulletins are not required in Calcutta but we are
continuing the old policy of continuing them in
the various stations.
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DrR. B. GOPALA REDDI: Certain
representations have been received by us

mostly from some Members of Parliament and
also some residents of Delhi and other places.

SHRI V. M. CHORDIA: Has there been any
enquiry on such representations or SUO motu it
has been done?

Dr. B. GOPALA REDDI: Perhaps there
was no need for any enquiry. The All India
Radio is always in search of simple Hindi. In
the matter of the news bulletins, we have been
experimenting with this in an optimum
number of broadcasts.
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Dr. B. GOPALA REDDI: After I became
Minister, certain representations have been
received by me and we do want to simplify the
Hindi' language and after all the spoken word must
be related to some town or village and we thought

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SHrI FARIDUL HAQ ANSARI: May I
know whether the Minister has tried to find
out or taken the view of the common people
whether they understand the particular
broadcast which has been existing for the last
15 or 20 years or they do not understand it?

Dr. B. GOPALA REDDY: Certain
representations have been received and we did
make some enquiries from our Field Publicity
Officers and they did say that in certain places
the news broadcasts were not understood.

SHRI FARIDUL HAQ ANSARI: Not the
new but the old.
