The purpose of the Greater Bom-
bay Transportation Study will be to
develop o comprehensive and long
range transportation plan to serve
the City of Bombay. Principal at-
tention will be given to develop-
ing a plan of street and highway
improvements, The present and
future potentialities of the pub-
lic transport of persons by bus and
rail will be given attention in the
development of the street and high-
ways plan.

The best means of extending and
completing the plan of expressways,
arterial streets, and major traffic con-
nectors will be developed and recom-
mended. All of these plans will be
based on present and anticipated fu-
ture travel requirements and desires,
Major attention will, of course, be
given to the physical and topographic
conditions that may be expected to
have important effects upon the loca~
tion of major travel arteries.]
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
