The officer incharge of 
telephones is the Divisional Engineer 
Telegraphs, Gauhati.]

(c) and (d). Approximately 100 
connections are expected to be given this year 
and further 300 connections in 1963. Further 
connections can be given afteT replacement 
and expansion of existing exchange. A 
scheme for a 1400 lines auto exchange at 
Gauhati has been sanctioned and is under exe-
cution. Further expansion by 1400 lines is also 
being processed. This- is expected to be 
completed towards the end of 1965.
