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on the 16th July, 1962.    The study is to 
be completed   within  15 calendar 
months. 

(c) The Government of India have no 
proposal for the present to arrange for 
such studies of other towns. The 
Government of West Bengal are reported 
to have arranged for a compre-nensive 
survey of Calcutta metropolitan area 
which will include inter alia transport 
needs. 

STATEMENT 

The purpose of the Greater Bombay 
Transportation Study will be to develop a 
comprehensive and long range 
transportation plan to serve the City of 
Bombay. Principal attention will be given 
to developing a plan of street and 
highway improvements. The present and 
future potentialities of the public transport 
of persons by bus and rail will be given 
attention in the development of the street 
and highways plan. 

The best means of extending and 
completing the plan of expressways, 
arterial streets, and major traffic con-
nectors will be developed and recom-
mended. All of these plans will be based 
on present and anticipated future travel 
requirements and desires. Major attention 
will, of course, be given to the physical 
and topographic conditions that may be 
expected to have important effects upon 
the location of major travel arteries.]

Presumably the Hon'ble Member is referring 
to roads included in    the    proposed    Asian    
Highways 

Scheme drawn up by the E.C.A.F.E. 
Secretariat for the development of a network 
of international highways to inter-connect the 
various countries in the E.C.A.F.E. region. 
The minimum standard laid down for these 
roads is that they should at least be single lane 
roads with black-topped surface, 12 feet wide 
carriageway, 38 feet wide formation width, 
100 feet wide road land, and bridges designed 
to two lanes of IRC Class A or one lane of 
IRC Class AA loading. Already, most of the 
roads included in the proposed Asian 
Highway System in India have generally this 
minimum standard. Some of these roads or 
sections thereof which have double lane 
carriageway or higher surfaces, etc.,    exceed
