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very many ships are arriving in the
Bombay and Calcutta ports. So
far as we are concerned, there ig no
immediate necessity, but all the same
Sir, that replacement will be done
by the Pakistan Government at the
earliest possible opportunity.

Sart V. M., CHORDIA: Sir,
the question is this, When we have
paid the amount for the wheat we
have purchasedq from America and
when we have supplied that to the
Pakistan Government without getting
any money, on the basis that they
will supply it to us when we need it,
who will bear the interest charges
that will be due on that amount?

Surr A. M. THOMAS: Sir, this
wheat is received under PL. 480 and
Pakistan is also receiving wheat
under PL. 480. So, there is no ques-
tion of any cash payment either by
us or by the Pakistan Government.
It is only a question of adjustment.
I do not think it is fair for the hon.
Member to draw any adverse infer-

Minister tell me the amount which we
spend per mile, and what is the total
mileage of these roads—only Rs. 20
lakhs have been sanctioned?

Dr. A. SUBBA RAO: May I know
when the widening of these roads will
be completed or is expected to be

Dr. D. S. RAJU: By this year at
least. We have sanctioned about Rs.
20 lakhs for this year.
