The detailed working of the scheme is still
under consideration in consultation with the
Planning Commission and other concerned
authorities. The scheme as finalised will be
communicated to all the State Governments in
due course. It has, however, been agreed in
principle that pilot projects under this scheme
should be started.in each State.]

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Dr. D. S. RAJU: Sir, the main purpose of
the scheme is to improve the civic amenities
of the urban population. The urban areas
which consist, of a population of a lakh an
over will be divided into smaller groups each
of 25 thousand population and they will have
a Pilot Officer paid by the Central
Government and, in co-operation with the
municipal officers and other local voluntary
organisations, such as Youth Links and
Mabhila Samitis, they will provide -civic
amenities, improve th, existing facilities and
create further amenities also. The idea is to
bring about more and more prosperity and
happiness and cleanliness in the cities and
also have a certain amount of emotional and
cultural integration.
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DRr. D. S. RAJU: There are about 40 pilot
projects in the whole country —about two to
three in each State. The Central Government
will assist by appointing one pilot officer and
one or two organisers and some office clerks.
For the programme itself, Sir, about Rs. 2,500
will be allotted to each project. This is the
financial commitment.

Dr. M. M. S. SIDDHU: Is the hon.
Minister aware that there is one Urban Health
Centre in Calcutta and, if so, what is the
experience of that Centre?

Dr. D. S. RAJU: That also is being
integrated under the Community
Development Programme and its advice will
also be taken in this connection.
