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SarpAR SWARAN SINGH: May I
clarify? The experience that the
Government of India has now deve-
loped for the utilisation of loans which
can be utilised in the country, is very
well known. For instance, we have
loans from the Soviet Union which we
can utilise for purchasing Soviet
equipment, say, steel plants or flor
many of the power plants and things
of that type. So we can know from
experience built in our country as to
whether the price that is being charg-
ed is reasonable or not. Similarly,
the loans that are being advanced by

other friendly countries are being
utilised for procurement in those
countries but we always have in

our possession information to find out
whether the prices that we are paying
are reasonable or not,

Surr BHUPESH GUPTA: I am
grateful to the hon. Minister for his
discourse here which should have been
left for some seminar. Is it not a
fact that even the papers in the United
Kingdom have pointed out that these
commodities are sold by the United
States of America at a much higher
price than the normal United Kingdom
or international prices and that they
take advantage of the D.L.F. and also
of the need of countries like us?
