RAM SUBHAG SINGH): (a) Research being
conducted at the Forest Research Institute,
Dehra Dur. for the better utilisation of by-pro-
ducts of arecanut has shown that brown
wrapping paper, hard boards and plastic
boards can be made out of arecanut husk.

(b) Husk of arecanut and chogaru (arecanut
liquor) are the by-products. Possibilities are
being explored to use arecanut husk for
making brown wrapping paper, hard boards
and plastic boards and chogaru as a leather tan
ning material. Large scale production and
economic aspects of these products are yet to
be explored.]

RAM SUBHAG SINGH): (a) The area under
cultivation of Sea Island Andrews cotton and
the production therefrom in the country wa
2,997- 75 acres and 315 bales (each of 392
Ibs.) respectively during the year 1961-62.

(b) A statement indicating other varieties
of long staple cotton under cultivation, the
area under them and the producti'on of each
during the year 1960-61 is attached. Similar
figures for the year 1961-62 are not yet
available. [See Appendix XXXIX, Annexure
No. 10.]

(c) All the varieties mentioned in the
statement referred to in part (b) of the
Question as well as Sea Island Andrews
cotton are proposed to  be
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developed. Through the schemes financed by
the Indian Central Cotton Committee in the
various States, it has so far been possible to
evolve 75 improved varieties of cotton which
were superior to the old types in yield, quality
and resistance to pests, diseases and adverse
environmental conditions. Of these, 39 are
now recommended ‘or cultivation, a list of
which is attached indicating also their details.

Technological Research Laboratory's work
on the preparation of rayon-grade pulp from
jute sticks is still in the experimental stage.]
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
