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SHRI A. D. MANI: Am I to understand
that the Indian Railways or rather, the
Railway Board, did not eddress any|
representation to the Pakistan Railways
about this matter, but let this matter 'be
handled by the External Affairs Ministry?

SARDAR SWARAN SINGH: This|
matter has been handled by the External
Affairs Ministry and rightly so.

SHrt BHUPESH GUPTA: How does
he eay *rightly'? Undoubtedly in relation
to the two States, the External Affairg
Ministry comes in. But then this is 4
question of bringing in or transporting
people and when there are certain
arrangements  with regard to  thg
adjustments of railway trains and so on
why did not the Railways also take thg
initiative in this matter?

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SARDAR SWARAN SINGH: It was not
necessary. Whatever was the information
that was available, that has been supplied
to the hon. Member.

SHRI A. B. VAJPAYEE: What is the
use of saying it was not necessary, when
the train was actually attacked and
members of the minority community
were butchered? Why did not the
Railways obtain the information? How
can the hon. Minister say it was not
necessary?

MR. CHAIRMAN: He means it was
not necessary for the Railway Ministry,
since the information was obtained
otherwise.

SHRI A. B. VAJPAYEE: But so far as
the External Affairs Ministry was
concerned, they were not able to give the
full information.

SARDAR SWARAN SINGH: As for the
External Affairs Ministry, whatever
information they haH, that has already
been supplied by the Prime Minister to
this honourable House. And we should
remember that with regard to the
happenings in Pakistan, we cannot always
get correct information in the form in
which we want, howsoever
uncomfortable or difficult the position
may be. It is not unknown to the hon.
Members that there are very real
difficulties on such occasions to get
precise and correct information, and this
is not an isolated case.

*46. SHRI NAWAB SINGH CHAU-
HAN: Will the Minister of FOOD AND
AGRICULTURE be pleased to state:

(a) [whether it is a fact that a scheme
is being formulated for the development
of  agriculture, gardening, animal
husbandry and dairy farming in the
Mandi area of Hima-chal Pradesh with
the mutual cooperation of the
Government of India and the Government
of West Germany; and

(b) if the answer to part (a) above be
in the affirmative, what are the details of
the scheme, what assistance will be given
by West Germany and how the scheme
will be put through?]

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY oOfF FOOD (SHRI A. M.
THOMAS): (a) and (b) A statement is laid
on the Table of the Sabha.

STATEMENT

The scheme referred to in the question
is being formulated under an agreement
signed on the 14 th May, 1962 between
the Government of India and the Federal
Republic of Germany for the
development of agriculture and allied
activities in Mandi district of Himachal
Pradesh.

The scheme, which would be on the
lines of the Intensive Agricultural District
Programme, aims at a rapid rise in the
level of agricultural production including
development of horticulture, dairying and
animal husbandry.

t[ ] English  translation.
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The Government of Federal Republic of
Germany will provide a team of technical
experts in various branches of agriculture
for advising and assisting the Indian
Specialists in the implementation of the
programme and also supply equipment,
machinery, vehicles, livestock, etc.,
costing about Rs. 27:00 lakhs, free of
cost. Facilities for training of Indian
personnel in the Federal Republic of
Germany will also be provided at their
cost, if needed.

The field extension staff in the district
will assist the farmers and pan-chayats in
the preparation of agricultural production
plans. The plan will embody the use of a
combination of recommended practices
involving improved seeds, organic and
inorganic manures, plant protection
measures, improved agricultural bullock
and power drawn implements and other
agricultural practices. Similarly, im-
provements needed for horticulture and
livestock development will also be
affected. Based on the production plans,
arrangements will be made to provide
needed credit and supplies to the farmers
mainly through cooperatives. Technical
guidance will be available to the farmers
for the implementation of the production
plans.
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SHRI A. M. THOMAS: The Agreement
has been concluded on the 14th May,
1962 and the scheme is now being
formulated.
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SHRI B. K. GAIKWAD: May I know
what made the Government to select
Mandli in Himachal Pradesh for this
purpose and how much area will be
required for developing this type of
agriculture, gardening etc.?

SHRI S. K. PATH.: Mandi is at a
higher level. There are different ex-
periments in several districts under the
package programme and the requirements
of high-level plantations are different
from the requirements in the plains.

SHRI N. SRI RAMA REDDY: I have
not had the benefit of going through the
Statement now placed on the Table of the
House. But I would like to know the
details of this scheme and whether this is
supposed to be a pilot scheme for the
entire hill areas in the northern border.
This " like to know.

SHRI A. M. THOMAS: It is more or
less on the lines of the intensive
agricultural programme which has been
started in one district in each State. It,
however, differs in several respects
because this would be a pattern for
adoption for mixed farming which is
more remunerative to the farmers in these
hill distracts. The geographical points and
climatic conditions of Mandi do not give
much inducement to the cultivation of
cereals and therefore, the emphasis
should be on mixed farming generally,
with development of animal husbandry
for the supply of protein food to the
population.

SHRI T. S. AVTNASHILINGAM
CHETTIAR: Since there are other hill
areas which may benefit by this scheme,
may I know whether this scheme can be
published?

SHRI A M. THOMAS: It will be placed
in the library. I may add that the total
expenditure will be Rs. 78-04 lakhs.

SHRI T. S. AVTNASHILINGAM
CHETTIAR: It may be in the library. But
what are the details? It will be useful to
know that
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SHRI S. K. PATIL: That can be done,
and also we shall put it on the Table of
the House.
