RAM SUBHAG SINGH): (a) Rams of the 
Merino, Ram-bouillet and Polwarth breeds are 
being used for crossbreeding the local sheep to 
evolve new strain in the Himalayan region. A 
new strain of Kashmir Merino has been 
evolved. The work of experimental breedings 
from other breeds mentioned above is in 
progress at the sheep breeding farms 
established in the State of Uttar Pradesh, 
Himachal Pradesh and Jammu and Kashmir. 
Cross-bred rams from the farms are being 
made available to the sheep breeders. 

(b) The wool produced locally is of a 
mixed fibre composition containing coarse 
and fine fibres. The crossbred wools are 
superior as regards the total content of fine 
fibres and are softer to the feel. The    local    
sheep
