Experiments on the spray fertilisation
of crops with a view to assess its
efficiency compared with the normal
method of soil application of ferti-
lizers have been in progress at the
Institute for the last few years, Dur-
ing 1961-62 experiments were carried
out with barley, berseem and sugar-
cane in this respect.

Foliar fertilization of barley crop
at 168 Kg. of nitrogen per hectare
was found superior to soil application
and yielded 25-43 quintals per hectare
as against 2313 when applied to soil.
In sugarcane it was indicated that
spray  application was  slightiy
superior to soil application for nitro-
gen at 44'8 Kg per hectare whereas
for higher doses soil agpplication was
better than spray application. The
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yield data in respect of berseem indi-
cate that berseem makes efficient use
of the phosphorus applied through
spray fertilization,

Even though encouraging results
have been obtained by spray fertiliza-
tion in some cases, further experl-
mentation is required prior to making
specific = recommendations to the
farmers.]
