THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY ofF HEALTH (Dr. D. S.
RAJU): (a) The exact amount of ex-
penditure to be incurred by the Aligarh
Muslim University, the Government of
India and the Government of Uttar
Pradesh has not yet been determined.

(b) and (c). A statement is placed on
the Table of the Sabha.

STATEMENT

According to the agreement arrived at
between the Government of U.P. and the
Aligarh  Muslim  University,  the
recruitment of teachers and the selection
of students to the college will be made on
the following basis: —

The admission of students to the
medical college will be made through a
competitive examination. There will be
the following reservation of seats for the
alumni of the University at the Medical
College: —

(i) 50 per cent of the seats will be
reserved for the alumni of the
Aligarh University for the first
10 year, and the position will be
reviewed by  the State
Government thereafter. The
remaining seats will be filled
from among outsiders.

(ii) The selection of the teaching staff
of the Medical College will be
made in accord-
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ance with the relevant statutes ot
the University provided that one
of the persona on the Selection
Committee, not connected with
the University, shall be a
nominee of the State
Government.

(iii) The staff of the Medical College
Hospital including the
Superintendent, the Deputy
Superintendent and the Accounts
Officer will be appointed by tlie
State Government on the pattern
of the Medical College/hospital
at Kanpur and Agra and the
duties of the staff would be
suitably specified. Th, house
staff will be appointed by the
Hospital Board of Management
and the ancillary staff by the
Superintendents of the Hospital.

A, regards the establishment of a
teaching hospital, the University has
assets of the face value of about Rs.
64,00,000 in the medical college fund
consisting mainly of Government
securities. The present cash value of this,
fund is estimated at about Rs. 60,00,000
and with this amount it is expected that
the University will be able to construct a
teaching hospital with 300 bed, attached
to the college. The State Government
have also agreed to give a maintenance
grant to the hospital on the same basis on
which grants are given to other teaching
hospitals in U.P. Land has yet to be
acquired for the College and the Hospital
and plans and estimates for the College,
Hospital and associated buildings are
under preparation by the architects.

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DR. D. S. RAJU: The University does
not recruit the staff for the hospital. It
recruits the staff for the college.
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Dr. D. S. RAJU: They are being
worked out.

SHRT FARIDUL HAQ ANSARI: The
hon. Minister has just said that recruit-
ment is being done by the State Gov-
ernment. May [ know whether the
Government of India has tried to find out
from the State Government why this
recruitment is being done when neither
the college nor the hospital is ready or is
likely to be ready within a short time?

Dr. D. S. RAJU: T think it is being
considered. Now the recruitment of the
staff lies between the three bodies: the
University, the State Government and the
College authorities.

SHRI A. B. VAJPAYEE: According to
the statement, 50 per cent, of the seats
will be filled from among outsiders. May
I know if any seat, have been reserved for
students from outside Uttar Pradesh?
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DR. D. S. RAJU: I could not say from
which other States, but this much we
know that 50 per cent, of the seats have
been reserved for the alumni of the
Aligarh Muslim University and the rest of
50 per cent, from other places.

SHRI A. B. VAJPAYEE: What is meant
by other places? It is not clear from the
statement.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Other than the
University alumni.

SHRI A. B. VAJPAYEE: Will they be
from other States a, well?

MR. CHAIRMAN: Yes. I should think
so.
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
