Will the Minister of FOOD AND AGRICULTURE
be pleased to state the methods  of Dry
Farming which
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have been brought to the knowledge af
fanners and whether he will lay on the Table
of the House a statement showing the
experiments?]
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[[THE MINISTER ofF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY ofF FOOD AND AGRICULTURE
(DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH): Dry Farming is a
scientific system of farming adopted in only
low and uncertain rainfall areas with an
annual average of about 30 in.hes and below.
Such areas are located in the States of
Mabharashtra, Gujarat, Mysore, Andhra
Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh and
Rajasthan.

The object of dry farming measures is
prevention of soil erosion and run off,
conservation of soil moisture, maintenance of
soil fertility and efficient and effective
utilisation of available soil moisture 'for
successful agriculture. Various mothods
developed and made known to the farmers
are:

(1) Contour bunding for preven-* tion
of erosion; and run off;
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(2) Preparatory tillage—deep and

surface  tillage for  moisture
conservation;

(3) Judicious use of manures for
maintenance of soil fertility;

(4) Use of improved variety, proper rate
of seeding and wide row specing for
efficient use of
available soil moisture;

(5) Inter-culturing for moisture
conservation;

(6) Crop rotation and crop mixt
ure for maintenance of soil

fertility;

(7) Fallowing  for
servation and
soil fertility.

With a view to developing technical know-
how 40 Dry Farming Demonstration Projects
were included during the Second Plan period
in soil conservation programme as Centrally
sponsored scheme at a financial outlay of Rs,
42 lakhs in the various States in the country.
The work is being continued in the Third Plan
up to 1962-63.

A large number of experiments have been
carried out in Dry Farming at the research
centres at Manjri and Sholapur (Maharashtra),
Bijapur and Hagari (Mysore), Raichur and
Roh-tak (Punjab) that were set up under the
aegies of Indian Council of Agricultural
Research. The experiments carried out at
these centres are given in a Monograph "Dry
Farming in India" issued by Indian Council of
Agricultural Research in 1960.]
