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t[THE MINISTER OP STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY or FOOD AND AGRI-
CULTURE (DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH): 
(a) The total number of Farm Plans 
prepared during the year 1961-62 in 
Aligarh District of Uttar Pradesh under 
the Intensive Agricultural District 
Programme was 9,205. 

During this period 1,750 scientific 
demonstrations of the composite type, 408 
during Kharif and 1,342 during Rabi 
season, were laid. 

(b) Approximately 0:6 lakh acres of 
cultivated land was covered under the 
programme during 1961-62. The area 
which remains to be brought under the 
programme is approximately 6-00 lakh 
acres. The entire area is expected to be 
covered under the programme by 1965-
66. 

(c) It i« too early to assess the likely 
increase in agricultural production as a 
result of the implementation of the 
programme. This can be scientifically 
assessed only after some time. However, 
it was observed that the yield rates of 
important Kharif crops viz. Maize, Bajra 
and Arhar during 1961-62 was higher in 
the programme areas as compared to the 
control areas selected outside the district, 

The total assistance given to the 
cultivators in the form of cash loans on 
the basis of Production Plans during 
1961-62 was of the order bf Rs. 
11,62,725—Rs. 9,56,306 during Kharxj 
season and Rs. 2,72,413 given to the 
cultivators in the shape of fetrilizers. 
Approximately 1-30 lakh mds. of 
improved seed were also distributed to 
the cultivators during the year.]
