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ACCIDENTS TO BOEING 707 AIRCRAFT

6. SHRI K. V. RAGHUNATHA REDDY:
Will the Minister of TRANSPORT AND
COMMUNICATIONS be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that 5 disastrous
air accidents involving Boeing 707 aircraft
have taken place during the past few months;

(b) whether the Air India is also using the
same type of aircraft;

(c) whether Government have initiated
any technical enquiry into the possibility of
any structural defect in Boeing 707 aircraft;
and

(d) whether the report of enquiry into
previous Boeing crashes has been received by
Government?

THE DEPUTY MINISTER m THE
MINISTRY oF  TRANSPORT  AND
COMMUNICATIONS (SHRI AHMED
MOHIUDDIN) : (a) to (d) I place a statement
giving the requisite information on the Table
of the Saba.

STATEMENT

There have been Sve recent fatal accidents
to Boeing 707 aircraft, as follows: —

(1) On 15th February, 1961, a Sabena
Airline 707 crashed into a field
approximately 2.5 miles from the
end of the runway at Brussels
Airport, after a missed approach fol-
lowing a non-stop flight from New
York;

(2) On 1st March, 1962, an American
Airlines 707 crashed immediately
after take off from New York
International Air-port;

(3) On 22nd May, 1962, a Continental
Airjine 707 crashed in Missouri in
U.SA,;
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(4) On 3rd June, 1962, an Air France
707 crashed at Orly Airport, Paris,
during take off; and

(5) On 22nd June, 1962 another Air
France 707 crashed in Guadeloupe
Island (French West Indies) on a
flight from Paris to Santiago in
Chile while attempting to land.

2. It is a fact that Air-India is also
operating Boeing 707 type of aircraft.

3. In none of the above mentioned
accidents, the final findings have been issued.
The interim engineering recommendations
and operational instructions issued by the
manufacturers are reported to have been
complied with by Air-India.

SHrI K. V. RAGHUNATHA REDDY:
Will the hon. Minister be pleased to state
whether the Government has got any
knowledge whether crash-proof flight records
are fitted in all the Boeing 707 planes?

SHRI AHMED MOHIUDDIN: Yes, Sir.
These planes have got those recorders and as [
have already stated in the answer, the findings
of the investigation have not yet been issued.
Recorders are there in the aircraft, which
record the speed, height and other factors
which are useful in the investigation.
