As regards the position as on 31st March, 
1962 the revised brochure covering this 
period to be brought out by the Cabinet 
Secretariat (Central Statistical Organisation) 
is expected to contain the required 
information. Detailed information in regard to 
tne individual undertakings is also available 
in the annual reports of the con-cei-ned 
undertakings placed on tne Table of the 
House from time to time. 

Interest rates on loans granted to the 
Government Undertakings by Government 
have varied between 5 per cent and 6 per cent 
per annum depending on the period of the 
loan. Loans have also been taken by the 
Undertakings against cash credit facilities 
with the State Bank of India and other 
Scheduled Banks.
