(a) The 1nfection of ‘Narud’ or
Guinea-worm disease is prevalent 1n
large areas of Rajasthan, in some
parts of Maharashtra, Gujarat, Andhra
Pradesh, Madras, Madhya Pradesh,
Mysore, Punjab and Jammu and
Kashmir, and Alankuppam village in
Pondicherry.

(b) The control and eradication of

In Madras, the State Government, in
August, 1959 sanctioned a two-year
programme for the control and eradi-
cation of Guinea-worm disease with
Central assistance. The expenditure
on this programme was shared by the
Government of India and the State
Government on a 50:50 basis.]
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Dr. SUSHILA NAYAR: Sir, as the
statement says, the eradication of
guinea-worm disease mainly depends
upon the abolition of step-wells and
the proper care of those tanks which
are accessible to people, for a man
with the disease may step into the
water and infect it. The State Gov-
ernments are taking steps to remedy
this situation according tp their re-
sources.
