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SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: Do I have the
assurance, Sir, that in formulating a permanent
Advisory Committee these big newspaper
owners or magnates, as they are called, will
not be given any position to dominate these
committees and their numbers will be very
much restricted and the working journalists
will be taken more than others on such
committees?

SHRI MANUBHAI SHAH: I can assure the
hon. Member that there is no question of
having purely working journalists on these
committees. There will also be small language
paper representatives, some medium paper
representatives as well as large paper
representatives.

SHrl BHUPESH GUPTA: The position is,
Sir, that such committees do not function
because very influential men who control
very many things in the country come on such
committees and exert not only numerical in-
fluence but other influences also. In view of
this past experience, may I know, Sir, whether
the Government has considered the
advisability of taking on this committee, apart
from small newspaper owners, working
journalists, some Members of Parliament,
especially from the Opposition?

SHRI MANUBHAI SHAH: The Government
determines the policy, not the Advisory
Committee.

The Plant will have a
capacity of producing 15 tonnes (metric tons) of
heavy water per annum.

(¢) The requirements of heavy water in the
country at the moment are very small being only
the amount of make-up heavy water required for
the operation of the Canada-India Reactor (CIR)
and Zerlina. 36 short tons of heavy water are
required for use in these two reactors and out of
this quantity, 21 short tons 10? CIR valued at Rs.
55-98 lakhs were purchased from the United
States Atomic Energy Commission during 1956-
57 and the balance 15 short tons for Zerlina were
obtained on lease from the same source in 1959-
60—the lease charges being 4 per cent, of the
basic cost viz., $28/- per 1b. ex-plant U.S.A. The
lease charges have since been raised to 475 per
cent. 15 tons of heavy water will be returned to
US AEC when the heavy water produced at
Nangal becomes available.
