Hajarnavis): (a) The number of
communications received in Hindi in
the office of the Election Commission
during the last six months was 322.
‘Of these, 168 were only of an infor-
mative character requiring no reply.
'‘One communication was replied in
‘Hindi, and the remaining 153 were
replied in English.

(b) and (c) Owing to the pressure
of work arising out of the third
general election, it was not possible
to undertake additional work involv-
ed in drafting replies to these letters
in Hindi. Because of the post-election
work, it will still take some months
before any attempt can be made in
the direction. Further, the officers
and tke staff do not feel that they are
sufficiently conversant with Hindi to
undertake this work with speed and
efficiency.]
