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ffTHE MINISTER ofF STATE IN THE

increase in the consumption of both country
and foreign liquor. There can be several
reasons for this, e.g.,
(@)
(i) increase in the number of foreign
visitors to Delhi either as delegates to
international conferences, exhibitions, etc., or
as tourists;

increase in population;

(iii) increase in the sale of licit liquor
because of various measures adopted by the
Delhi Administration for checking illicit sale
of liquor.

2. The additional restrictions imposed by
the Delhi Administration with effect from the
1st April, 1962, to control the consumption of
liquor are: —

(i) Quantitative restriction has been
imposed in the case of country
liquor vends and the licences are
not now allowed to sell more than
1,20,000 gallons (5,45,515 litres)
during the year 1962-63.

(ii) In the case of foreign liquor the private
possession limit of an individual
has been reduced from 2 quart
bottles (L5 litres) to one litre and
from 8 quart bottles to 6 quart
bottles of beer and cider each.

(ii1) The rate of duty has been increased.
