(b) Intensive Sugarcane development work, 
specially in factory areas, is being carried out 
so as to obtain larger yields of sugarcane per 
unit of land by introduction of improved 
varieties of sugarcane. Attention is chiefly 
focused on such measures as irrigation, 
manuring, the use of improved seed, 
propaganda and demonstrations in the 
cultivators fields showing improved methods 
of cultivation, plant pdotection, etc.]
