SHRI N. C. KASLIWAL: What are the real 
reasons which have led this Corporation to 
revise its present schedule? 

SHRI AHMED MOHIUDDIN: The real 
reason is that on account of the iact that all the 
planes leave Bombay, Calcutta, Delhi and 
Madras at the same time and their meeting at 
Nagpur mearig that if one is delayed, the other 
planes are delayed considerably. So, there has 
been considerable inconvenience on account 
of this delay in the departure from Nagpur.

MURTHY): (a) Yes, Sir. These have ibeen 
amalgamated with effect from 1st April,  
1962. 

(b) They are presently functioning at 
Mussoarie and Dehra Dun respectively and 
will ultimately be shifted to Rajendranagar, 
Hyderabad. 

(c) No appreciable decrease in the 
Tunning expenditure is expected.] 

SHRI S. K. DEY: We have already secured 
a substantial plot of land free of charge from 
the Andhra State Government for the purpose. 
The building plans have been drawn and they 
are expected to be implemented and 
completed some time by about the beginning 
of the next financial year.
