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taken up during the last two years of the 
Second Plan by all States. This programme 
has also been continued in the Third Plan. 

(b) About 48,500 weak societies were 
taken up for revitalisation during 1959-60 and 
1960-61. The programme for 1961-62 was to 
take up another 15,000 societies for revitalisa-
tion.] 

 
SHRI B. S. MURTHY: Well, Sir, a study 

team has gone into this and enquiries were 
made by State Government and it is in the 
light of information available that a 
revitalisation programme has been taken up. 

SHRI N. SRI RAMA REDDY: May I know 
if it costs the Government anything to 
revitalise the societies and, if so, how much 
does it cost for each society? 

SHRI B. S. MURTHY: Such detailed 
information is not available with me but steps 
have been taken to see that managerial grant 
is given to weak societies and Government 
participate with capital etc. 

SHRI N. SRI RAMA REDDY: Will not 
grants and subsidies corrupt the societies 
instead of improving them? 

SHRI B. S. MURTHY: It all depends upon 
the persons who take these grants and 
subsidies.
