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(b) So far 45 sets of statutory rules etc. 
including manuals and codes etc. have been 
returned to the respective Ministries duly 
translated into Hindi and all possible efforts 
are being made to complete the translation of 
the remaining material sent to the Ministry of 
Law by the various Ministries. A proposal to 
increase the strength of staff in the Translation 
Section to cope with the increased work is 
under consideration.]
